1.0
Ms. Holliday, Co-chair - Roll Call

Ms. Susan Holliday opened the meeting by welcoming the RAB members and the members of the public.  She introduced Ms. Tamra Pickard as the recording secretary for this and future RAB meetings.  RAB members were asked to provide current email addresses to insure accuracy as a number of emails sent to members were returned.  Members of the public were invited to check the block on the sign in sheet if they wanted to be included on the SIAD mailing list.  

2.0 
IRP Sites, Hoa Voscott, ARCADIS

Mr. Hoa Voscott provided a summary of the background data and results of the Enhanced Reductive Dechlorination (ERD) demonstration programs at the DRMO and TNT sites.  

At the Building 210 area, Hoa explained that we are seeing more evidence of positive effects from the ERD at this area.  He also explained that the Soil Vapor Extraction pilot test was removing an appreciable amount of TCE and that the Army would be presenting the information in greater detail to California Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) staff.  It is hoped that we have sufficient evidence to lead us toward a solution at this site.  

  Mr. Gil Azevedo asked if there were any changes to the groundwater since we were experiencing such dry weather.  Hoa indicated that we are seeing a steady slight increase in groundwater elevation. Mr. Azevedo asked if we had mapped the groundwater flow into the valley.  Hoa explained that based on available data, the groundwater flow in this area was due to the influence of human activity at the Depot.   Mr. Paul Herman asked if the groundwater was at approximately 90 feet.  Hoa confirmed the depth to be 90 feet.   

3.0   Status of Honey Lake – Mike Erickson
Mr. Erickson informed the RAB that a presentation on the current status of the clean-up associated with Honey Lake would be presented at the next RAB meeting.  The presentation will be conducted by the Center for Urban Watershed Development.  
Mr. Herman asked if future activities were on hold, awaiting the lake to dry up.  Mr. Erickson answered yes, that and funding will be decisive factors for future work.
3.0  Progress of  Abandoned Landfill/Southern Sites Area – Hoa Voscott

A draft Proposed Plan and CEQA Negative Declaration for this site are available for public comment, the period which ends 31 October 2007 (with the one month extension request).  We have had no comments to date.  Hoa outlined the plan of action for this site which is the implementation of a larger scale version of the ERD which has been operating on a small scale and is showing excellent results.  

There was an extensive discussion of the general groundwater flow and Mr. Duane Schlusler indicated that there had been a free-flowing well in the B block area that might provide beneficial information for our groundwater monitoring efforts.  Ms. Holliday was unable to provide information about the well, but believed it could be one of the construction wells located in the magazine area.  She did indicate that the well is not part of the drinking water system. 

4.0   Military Munitions Response Program (MMRP) – Susan Holliday

Ms. Holliday indicated that she was expecting the Site Investigation at any time and dependent on the timing, it could provide an agenda item for the next RAB.

5.0     Open discussion
Mr. Larry Beach was glad to get a schedule (passed out at the last RAB by DTSC.)  He was concerned about the OB/OD area clean-up and whether RCRA and CERCLA would be able to work together at this site. He further wanted to know who drew the boundary lines.  Ms. Holliday stated that Army Environmental Command had agreed to clean-up the Upper Burning Ground under RCRA standards, so there should not be a disconnect. The entire property will be addressed under the same statute.  Further, the lines delineating the Open Burn and Open Detonation grounds were those used in the permit application for the OB/OD operation.   Mr. Beach was concerned about cumulative effects of projects and asked that something be done for the public.  

Mr. Beach indicated that he felt RAB members should receive copies of all documents related to each effort.  Mr. Schlusler stated that RAB members could accept the documents at public repositories as could he.  After a period of back and forth conversation during which more than one person was talking at the same time; Ms. Holliday, the co-chair stated that Mr. Beach’s was making comments at the appropriate time.  (After the RAB meeting DTSC asked that the question of reproducing IRP documents for the RAB members be included as an agenda item for the next RAB.  This has been done.)  
6.0     RAB Members - Proposed Agenda and Schedule Next RAB
